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“The Majestic Christ”

What is your view of Jesus Christ and does it matter? Some advocate a Post-
modern Jesus that judges no one, accepts everyone and really isn’t all that interested
in what you believe- Contrast that with the biblical view of Christ who said | am the
way, the truth and the life, no one comes to the father, but my me!

How we think of the Lord, Jesus Christ makes all the difference in our attitudes and
behaviors. Only a biblical view of Jesus is the AUTHENTIC JESUS! This is
Revelation of Jesus Christ (Rev 1:7-20)

The first chapter of Revelation contains a vision of who Jesus Christ IS in his exalted,
glorified form today. He is no longer the meek and mild Jesus of his humanity, but
the Son of Man in his regal authority. There is no “pushover” Jesus here! At his trial
Jesus was condemned for his confession, under oath, of being the Messiah, the Son
of God. Matthew 26:63-66

% And the high priest answered and said to Him, “I put You under oath by the living
God: Tell us if You are the Christ, the Son of God!”

64 Jesus said to him, “J7 is as you said. Nevertheless, I say to you, hereafter you will see
the Son of Man sitting at the right hand of the Power, and coming on the clouds of heaven.”

% Then the high priest tore his clothes, saying, “He has spoken blasphemy! What further
need do we have of witnesses? Look, now you have heard His blasphemy! *® What do you
think?” They answered and said, “He is deserving of death.”’

Until that moment Jesus was virtually silent before his accusers, but when placed
under oath he spoke. He made the good confession. He told the truth before God in
the presence of his enemies, about who he really was. He quoted a portion of Daniel
7:13-14 which was and is a prophecy about the Messiah (Christ) and every Jew on
the council knew it!

Jesus’ use of the “Son of Man” as his title for himself, is not a denial of his
deity at all. In fact, it is just the opposite! Daniel's prophecy describes One like a
Son of man someone who is human yet is presented before the Ancient of Days
(God the Father). God the Father gives that Majestic Christ, dominion, glory and a
kingdom that all the peoples, nations, and men of every language might serve Him.
His dominion is an everlasting dominion which will not pass away; and his kingdom is
one which will not be destroyed. Jesus Christ possesses a spiritual kingdom today
and we are in i, yet its full manifestation remains in the future.

Rev 1:5 reminds us that Jesus is already appointed “ruler of the kings of the
earth.” Today Jesus rules providentially as God over the affairs of the world, but He
will rule Personally and directly only when He returns to take the throne of earth!
The kingdoms of earth are destined to be ruled by the God-Man Jesus Christ.
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What the Sanhedrin called “blasphemy” is solid truth. But this was Jesus’ crime- that
he claimed to be the Son of Man who will rule not only Israel, but the entire world!

Revelation presents the vindicated Jesus. \When he returns, He will not
come as the gentle Jesus, but the glorified Jesus. At his first advent he was crucified
and pierced, at his Second coming every human being who has ever lived will be
allowed to witness that triumphant event. Even those who pierced him and the whole
world will mourn over him.

Revelation 1:7 Behold, He is coming with the clouds, and every eye will see Him,
even those who pierced Him; and all the tribes of the earth will mourn over
Him. Even so. Amen. (NASB)

Rev 1:7 is quoting from the prophecy of Zechariah, the second-to-last book in
the OT (Zechariah 12:8-10). Who is speaking here? Itis YHWH God who makes
this promise to defend Jerusalem and to destroy all the nations that come against
Jerusalem. In the very midst of a war against Israel that Jesus Christ will Return in
his Second Advent.

The modern nation of Israel was born in a war in May 1948. The moment it
was declared a nation, the Arab nations attacked it to wipe it from the face of the
earth. They were miraculously defeated. Again in 1967 the Arabs attacked Israel
only to be defeated once again. Then in 1973 the third Arab-Israeli war took place,
each time Israel emerged the victor. Another such war is coming. Yahweh God says
that he will act to defend them. He will pour out upon the nation of Israel the Spirit of
grace and of supplication. In their desperate hour of need they will cry to the God of
Abraham, Isaac and Jacob to save them- and He will answer and He will come!

He will come out of heaven in mighty power in answer to their prayer so that they will
look upon him whom they pierced. The Lord Yahweh says, “they will look upon ME
whom they pierced.” Do you see what Zechariah is predicting? When was YHWH
pierced by the nation of Israel? This is an astounding prophecy that requires for its
fulfillment, that YHWH be pierced by men. That required God to become man. On
the cross, Jehovah the Son was pierced in his hands, feet and side. Even now, in his
glorified body, he still bears those scars. Remember Jesus told Thomas, “Put your
hand in my side and see (the wound | bear), thatitis |.”

The message of this book of revelation is that the same Jesus whom the world
crucified is coming again in victorious power and awesome judgment!

This is the Revelation of Jesus Christ! See who he really is!
