“The Satanic One-World Ruler”

The global climate change conference in Copenhagen, the "United Nations Framework
Convention on Climate Change." It all sounds pretty politically benign, doesn't it?
Not according to Christopher Monckton, who was a science policy adviser to Margaret
Thatcher. Monckton spoke to the Minnesota Free Market Institute.

"I have read that treaty," Monckton said, "and what it says is this: that a world
government is going to be created. The word 'government' actually appears as the first of
three purposes of the new entity. The second purpose is the transfer of wealth from the
countries of the West to Third World countries in satisfaction of what is called, coyly,
'climate debt' -- because we've been burning CO2 and they haven't. And we've been
screwing up the climate and they haven't. ... And the third purpose of this new entity, this
government, is enforcement. How many of you think that the word 'election’' or
'democracy' or 'vote' or 'ballot' occurs anywhere in the 200 pages of that treaty? Quite
right, it doesn't appear once."

To my knowledge, the Treaty has not been ratified by the US Senate, so it is not in force
in the US. If, it ever is—however, the basis for a one-world governing body would come
into being! That is how close we are!

The Chapter of Revelation we are looking at today details not just a one-world
government but a world-dictator who will yet rise to subjugate the whole world. The
three individuals in this chapter have been called the unholy Trinity. They are Satan, the
Antichrist, and the false prophet. Chapter 12 closes with the Dragon, who is Satan
persecuting the people who hold to the testimony of Jesus in the tribulation. The portion
we want to see, Rev 13:1-10 deals primarily with the character and actions of the man of
sin.

John stood on the sand of the sea shore, and he saw a beast coming up out of the sea.
This beast is an international government, personified in a single individual. Itis a
hideous beast with 10 horns and seven heads and 10 crowns. A crown on each horn.

We have seen the forerunner of this beast described before in the book of Daniel.
Daniel’s vision of the four beasts in Chapter 7, describes three world empires that were
still future in Daniel’s time. Remember that the prophet Daniel wrote before 500 BC.
God revealed to Daniel that four world empires would rule over the people of Israel.
They would be (in order) Babylon, Persia, Greece, and Rome. Babylon was the pictured
as a lion. Persia is seen as a bear. Greece was the Leopard with four heads and wings.
Alexander the Great conquered the whole known world by age 33 and then died. His
kingdom was divided between four of his generals. The Fourth beast was Rome which
came to control Palestine in 63 BC. Rome was the dreadful and terrifying beast that
destroyed everything in its path.
